I N S T R U C T I O N S

1. Preparation
· Included kit contents:

· Title page with design’s color image

· Pattern 

· Fabric (22 ct) with yellow thread to indicate 20 square grid

· Cotton threads Venus – Number of colors used is listed on title page

· Instructions
· Needle
· We recommend finishing the edge of the fabric to avoid unraveling.
· Do NOT wash fabric and threads prior to project completion.
2. Stitching

· Stitch with included small needle with blunt point.
· Stitch with 2 strands of included threads with petit-point (needlepoint) stitch:
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(front view of petit point or needlepoint stitch illustrated below)
· Do not use knots.  Leave a short tail at the back of the work for the start of a color only if you do not have any stitches in which to slip under and anchor your thread to get started. To end a color weave under a few stitches on the backside of work to anchor your thread and cut off any excess thread.  Weave under your beginning tail the same way if necessary.
· Every thread color has a number and symbol.  Match these to the symbols in the pattern.
· Cut the required thread length, without removing the symbol from the skein.
3. Stitching 1:4 with a detail 1:1
First you start by stitching the main part of the design-  the background, using style 1:4 (this technique allows you to stitch big areas in less time). Once completed all remaining empty spaces will be stitch using the 1:1 technique.

· Main pattern (1:4): 
One square of this pattern (10 x 10 symbols) corresponds to one square of the fabric.

One symbol has to be stitched with four petit-point stitches, two above and two below.

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Pattern of details (1:1) – for faces or characters.
One symbol of this pattern corresponds to one petit-point stitch with two strands. Every pattern square includes 20 x 20 symbols = 400 symbols.

· They are combined this way:
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4. After your stitching is complete.
· Wash in gentle soap and cold water.  Do NOT wring.  Roll up in towels to removed excess water.
· While still damp, iron the back side of stitched piece.
